“I work in a greenhouse several
weeks in the Spring, am president of a
garden club and the Mansfield Richland
Convention and Visitors Board and
active in a church.”

Vic’s smile shines through, even over
the phone. She is truly a people person,
and loves every part of her job especially
all the people she meets. “Everyone has
a story. I have learned so much about the
world and people from my guests.” She
loves being an integral part of a person’s
special day. They have hosted over 100
weddings, along with many showers,

funeral meals, and anniversaries. The
friendships she makes help her forget her
