In 1962, Miss Bonnie Krempel graduated from
the hallowed halls of St. Peter’s High School to begin
what could be described as a journey of many paths.
Her career has evolved over the decades — sociology
student and activist, teacher, wife and mother. Her
current profession, or make that passion, is Doctor
of Osteopathy. Bonnie began her medical practice
at age forty-three after having pursued her pre-
med schooling, often one course at a time, for
thirteen years.

Dr. Portier is a graduate of West Virginia School
of Osteopathic Medicine. She completed her
internship at Clarion community College and her
residency in internal medicine at Franklin Square
Hospital in Baltimore. Bonnie now works (maybe
lives) as a specialist in internal medicine in her
clinic at the Emmitsburg Osteopathic Primary Care
Center in Emmitsburg, Maryland. The good doctor
opened this clinicin 1999 to bring health care close
to home for the residents of the small town and the
surrounding area. A nonprofit clinic, where no one
is turned away, their services include primary care
internal medicine, podiatry, and acupuncture. The
clinic is also working on cancer care and there are
plans for cardiology and reflexology care in the not-
too-distant future.

In 2006-2007, Bonnie was named Physician of
the Year by the Maryland Association of Osteopathic
Physicians. She has also served as the Medical
Director of Mt. Saint Mary’s University wellness
center. The award was given in recognition of
Dr. Portier's “. . . outstanding dedication and
service toward the betterment of the osteopathic
profession.”
